Minutes of Board Meeting

September 2, 2014

1.  Treasurer’s Report
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mel said we received $338 in donations from PayPal, $93.77 from Amazon, and $29.16 from Safeway.  Expenses included conductor and support personnel honorariums, and our City of Plano account is at zero, which means we do not have to refund anything to the city.  CPA expenses have increased to $750 from $600 per year, and host GATR will be canceled as soon as Jim is ready. Tailfish is already hosting the website as part of our website deal.  ACB has been paid for our ad in the October issue, and Chatfield  music lending library was paid.  Mel will have a draft of the 2015 budget ready for the October board meeting.  Discussion was held about a $100 check supposedly sent by the City of Richardson for Tommy’s memorial, but there was none in the letter received from them.  

2.  Items from Jim
Kudos to Richard for scanning the music (and to Jim for getting it on the website).   Jim said that rehearsal times at JPII have been cleared with Michael Browning.  He has the CDs ready for the members at next week’s rehearsal, and said that they sounded really good.  

3.  Items from Marilyn
Marilyn said that many clarinet players had contacted her regarding the opening in the clarinet section.   A discussion was held to come up with a name for the Fall concert and we decided on “Old, new, borrowed and blue.”  Marilyn will start working on flyer designs.

4.  Items from Jenifer
Jenifer reported that September 18 is North Texas Giving Day, which will be posted on our website.  She will work with Sheila to prepare and send several email reminders to members, patrons and friends to save the date, that the day is coming, and also on the 18th to encourage donations. Conductor Search Committee Report
Jim Carter acted as spokesperson for the committee, which also included Sandy Keathley and Jennifer Breitzmann.  The committee met and reviewed 8 resumes.  The committee narrowed the candidates to 4 plus one alternate.  One candidate contacted Jim and asked to withdraw his resume because he would only be available for one year.  Copies of those 5 resumes had been emailed to the Board members prior to the meeting.

The Committee will conduct personal interviews with each remaining candidate and then invite each to conduct at a rehearsal in October. Following each candidate’s conducting, the band members will have the opportunity to rate each conductor and submit comments for the board to review.  The board will make the final decision in November.


Commissioning of piece for Tommy
Janice said she sent a letter to Eric Whitacre’s manager inquiring about the possibility of commissioning Mr. Whitacre to compose a piece in Tommy’s name.  She received a very nice response that Mr. Whitacre must decline at this time due to other commitments.  Denise Guilbert has asked that David Lovrien be contacted next, and Jim Carter will call him and see if a meeting can be set up to see if he is interested.

ACB Journal ad and article
The article has been written and the board viewed prospective ads for the Journal.  The board decided on the ad with the full band in the background.  Janice will relay this to Nancy for inclusion in the October issue.

6.  New Business
Janice said she received an email from Warren Rubin who said that he has found a 1987 proclamation for the band from the City of Plano, and would like to know what to do with it.  Sheila said she would contact him to give it to her.

The Plano Civic Chorus has asked to do an ad swap with us, which was approved.

7.  Other Business
Marilyn said that she contacted her mother, who is a CPA, who offered to prepare the band’s Form 990 and 1099s as an in-kind donation of $750 (which is the amount the current accountant was going to charge), which was approved.

There will be 11 Board members attending the ArtCentre of Plano’s semi-annual gala, “For the Love of Art,” on September 12, at which a special award will be given to the band and Tommy. Janice said she has a table reserved so we will all be sitting together.

There was no further business.  The next meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, October 7, 2014.
